at St MaryÕs 

THORNTON-IN-CRAVEN 
 

 
ÔThis is one of the best-kept holy wells in Britain,  

and also one of the easiest to find.Õ 
BritainÕs Holiest Places 

 
This is a simple and modest site of great holiness; given to us 
from the earliest years of English history; marked out by an 
imaginative rector of the Enlightenment; restored at the 
beginning of the third millennium.  It speaks to us of the 
Christian sacrament of baptism, and offers both healing and 
refreshment.  Saxon in origin, the well was covered in 1764, 
and restored, with disabled access, in 2005.  

Part of the modern inscription: 
PETE AB EO ET DABIT TIBI AQUAM VIVAM  

ÔASK OF HIM AND HE WILL GIVE YOU LIVING WATERÕ  cf. John 4.10 
 
 The well is ÔopenÕ all the time 
 There is a service at the well 
 every Saturday at Noon 
 from April to September 

 The holy well is below the church 
 by the B6252 on the west side of 
 the village of Thornton-in-Craven
